15 PAUA BAY SAUVIGNON BLANC, MARLBOROUGH, NEW ZEALAND  £22.50 
 Made by renowned winemaker Alan McCorkindale; intensely aromatic and 

vibrant, fruit driven with flavours of passion fruit, melon and gooseberry. 

   

     
16 CHABLIS, JEAN-MARC BROCARD, FRANCE   £29.50 
 Well balanced with delicious green apple fruit & a mineral chalk & flint backbone.   
     

17 PAULETTS RIESLING, POLISH HILL RIVER, AUSTRALIA   £30.00 
 Very pale in colour.  Clean, dry and elegant on the palate with aromas of 

lime blossom and citrus fruits and a long and zesty finish. 

   

     
18 SANCERRE, DOMAINE LA GEMIERE, DANIEL MILLET, FRANCE   £34.50 
 A classic style of Sancerre displaying extreme elegance, with tight almost 

grassy and perfumed nuances,and a typical minerality on the finish.

 Soft and elegant strawberry and damson fruit, with a subtle hint of white 

pepper spice and a lingering finish.

 Ruby red in colour. Full earthy aromas of raspberry and cherry fruit on the 

nose.  The palate has a soft and velvety mouth feel with fresh jammy 

flavours leading to a smooth dry finish. 

   

     
21 COMMISSIONER’S BLOCK SHIRAZ – VIOGNIER, AUSTRALIA   £23.50 
 Made in homage to the great wines of the Cote Rotie, the Shiraz delivers 

spice, pepper and dark red fruit with the Viognier lifting the palate with 

flavours of apricots and violets. 

   

     
22 URBINA RIOJA CRIANZA, SPAIN   £27.50 
 Deliberately intense fruit driven and old fashioned in style, fully ripened 

Tempranillo fruit engulfed in soft fine-grained vanillin oak.   
   

     
23 CASA SILVA GRAN RESERVA CABERNET SAUVIGNON ‘LOS LINGUES’ CHILE £28.00 
 Deep purple in colour with an extremely perfumed nose of ripe blackberry, 

cherry and vanilla.  Soft dark berry flavours caress the palate with 

beautifully integrated tannins.  Lingering berry fruit on the finish.
